Offertory Envelopes for 2025 are available at the back of the church. Please make sure you take the right box that has 

your name on it. To make sure your donations are posted accurately, and to ease the work of our volunteers who count your 

donations, kindly take note of the following:  

1. Always indicate the amount of your donation on the envelope.  

2. At least, for the first month, always write your name and contact information on the envelope. 

3. If you have been away for some time, and you want   to   make   your   donation   for   the   week(s) missed, please put 

the entire amount only in one envelope, using the most current-dated one.  

4. For   Special   Collections, always   indicate   your envelope   number.      If   you   do   not   have   pre-numbered 

envelopes, make sure you write your name and address.  

5. If you forgot to bring your envelope, you may use the generic offertory envelope and write your envelope number or 

your name, address and donation amount. 

6. Do not use staples or glue, nor too much tape or stickers.  

7. Starting January 2025 do not use any of your 2024 or previous years’ envelopes anymore, especially if your 

number has changed.  Using them would cause confusion with the data entry, and your donation may not be posted 

under your name.  Thank you for your continued generosity.
