These three persons are co-eternal, co-equal, and share
the same essence or substance, meaning they are all fully
and completely God

creator and sustainer of
all things, who desires a
relationship with His
creation.
e God the Son (Jesus
Christ): God incarnate,
who lived a human life,
died for humanity's sins,
and rose again to offer
salvation.
e God the Holy Spirit: The
presence of God in the world
today, guiding, comforting, and empowering believers.

This doctrine emphasizes the unity and diversity within God's
nature, showing how the three persons work together in
harmony to accomplish God's will.
