� Pope Francis emphasizes that environmental 
justice is not abstract—it’s a moral and faith-
based duty, especially as the poor suffer most from 
climate change and ecological degradation.

� Believers are called to care for creation as an act 

of faith and justice. 
� The “Borgo Laudato Si’” project at Castel 

Gandolfo is highlighted as a model of integral 
ecology, showing how communities can live 
sustainably and harmoniously. 

� The late Pope Francis urges everyone to “till and 
keep” the garden of the world (cf. Gen 2:15), 
promoting a respectful and nurturing relationship 
between humanity and nature. 

� Pope Leo XIV invites people to seize the unique 
opportunity to till and keep the garden of the world

the soil, based on mutual respect between human 
beings and nature.
