UPDATE

THE SHRINE WALL PROJECT
Parish Goal: $400,000

1. Rectory Roof: The low-slope roof replacement is
now complete. New eavestroughs, downspouts, and
metal flashings have been installed.

2. Eavestrough Repairs: Flashing repairs around the
church perimeter have been completed.

3. Bell Tower & Church Roof: Contractors will return
soon to prepare for the bell tower roof replacement.
A temporary beam will be installed to safely lift the
bell.

4. Bird Screen System: Updated drawings have been
completed, and pricing is being prepared for the new
galvanized framing and related drainage work.

5. Railings: The west-side railing will be reinstated; the
east-side railing will be removed to accommodate
new double doors.

We will continue to share updates as work progresses.
